The National President will announce the award winner by February 28.  The Award will be presented at the NCMA World Congress.

NOMINATION

Nominations may be made by any NCMA chapter. The Executive Director may make additional nominations.

After issuance of the December edition of Contract Management or December 1st, whichever is earlier, nomination of articles appearing in any issue of that calendar year may be made to the National Office.  Nominations must be postmarked no later than December 31st.

Nominations must be submitted in duplicate or electronically.  Electronic nominations should be submitted to awards@ncmahq.org
EVALUATION PROCESS

The list of nominations received will be compiled by the National Office.  All nominations should be sent to the attention of the Awards and Honors Committee at NCMA HQ.  All award nominations will be posted electronically on the intranet for review by the Awards and Honors Committee.  The Awards and Honors Committee will consist of a Chairperson and at least two other NCMA members, appointed by the Chairperson, with one employed in the public sector and one employed in the private sector

The Awards & Honors Committee will rank the articles by February 1st.  In the event of a tie, the Awards & Honors Committee may select more than one award.  The Awards & Honors Committee shall make the final selection.  Upon notification of a decision, the National Office  will notify the National Board of Directors and prepare for the presentation. 

EVALUATION CRITERIA

Factors the panel will consider in reviewing the articles nominated include; relevance, timeliness, usefulness, and importance to the Contract Management Body of Knowledge.  

FUNDING

The funds for this award were originally taken from the earnings of the trust fund established by NCMA Life Member and Fellow, Norman Singer, November 1971.  This award is now funded by the NCMA operating budget.

FORMATS

The following format or facsimile should be used for nominations:

A nomination letter, preferably on letterhead, signed by a Chapter President or other elected officer containing the following: specific identification of the article(s) nominated including the issue month, article title, and article author(s); a brief statement supporting the nomination with emphasis on relevance, timeliness, usefulness, or importance to the Contract Management Body of Knowledge, and a copy of the article.
